DAC post-consultation Review Changes needed 

Application considered by DAC at a full DAC meeting – meetings are held roughly 9 times per 

year. A list of the dates for this year’s DAC meetings are available on the diocesan website. 

DAC issues Notification of Advice: 

• Recommended (with or without provisos) 

• No Objection 

• Not Recommended 

 

Registry sends Petition to the Chancellor 

for determination and judgement 

Consultation period – up to 42 days
